A s though symbolic of i ts name, "Tod­
dles" is a light and airy series of amusing 
absurdities. I t gave a large audience at 
the Broad Street Theatre last night an 
evening of continuous fun, and if a t t imes 
the thread of the story is somewhat ob­
scured, i t is only so because of the rush 
of humorous complications common to 
French farce. 

Clyde Fi tch has often been accused of 
writ ing plays about furniture, and his 
French origmala have happily put him in 
his accustomed groove by making a bed 
one of the pivotal po in t s 'o f the story. 
To vary the formula, however, a suit of 
pajamas also figured very largely and 
when the net result is analyzed they 
are the winners. l^ord Meadow's, fa-
iniliary known as "Toddles," i s saved 
from an unwelcome marriage through the 
medium of the useful garments, and as 
his lordship has spent t w o whole acts 
seeking to avoid the matrimonial yoke, 
it will be seen that the pajamas are of 
paramount importance. 

Toddles is a full fledged example of 
our old friend, the "silly ass" lordling. 
l i e has persuaded himself that he is an 
invalid and his greatest ioy, as he says, 
is to get away at Carlsbad with t h e 
waters and a pocket full of soda mints . 
H e is eternally bored and hopelessly in 
debt. To remedy the latter circumstance 
his aunt plans a marriage for h\m wi th 
the daughter of a vulgar but newly rich 
woman. T°ddles thinks it a bore and 
besides luj has more than a sneaking 
regard for a fair divorcee, whom, how­
ever, he has never taken t h e trouble 
to seriously woo.. There is another com­
plication in the presence of a cousin 
whose 12-year-old daughter, after the 
French fashion, was1 betrothed t o Tod­
dles at birth. 

These are the chief characters in a 
very humorous story, one that has un­
doubtedly been severely toned down for 

,the purposes of an American production, 
but which is none the less entertaining. 
Toddles is very cleverly extricated from 
his predicament, and of course marries 
his first flame. There are the usual 
Fitch characters, clever suggestions and 
well drawn and tine satire, epigrammatic 
lines that make largely for success in th is 
author's plays. 

John Barrymore, as Toddles, bore the 
chief burden of t h e performance and 
extracted a large amount) of droll, Ir­
resistible humor from the lisping, spine­
less lord. Naturally it was to be ex­
pected that an actor bearing the name 
of Barrymore would acquit himself cred­
itably, but J o h n showed himself last 
night t o be a clever and finished farceur. 
His scene w i th the pajamas and the bed 
will l inger long in tl ie memory as a 
laugh provoking incident. Miss Isabel 
Richards, as the Countess de Chambray, 
acted with grace and charm. Her scene 
in A c t 2 w o n her wel l merited applause. 
The veteran Charles Walco t gave an ad­
mirable bit of character acting as Job­
lyn, the man who went to sleep at his 
wife's parties. Miss Jeffrys Lewis , as 
the wife, was properly boisterous and 
aided materially in t h e fun making. Os­
wald York, Sadie Mart inet , Ar thur El­
l iott and, m fact, every member of t h e 
cast contributed t o a wel l balanced per­
formance.

WAGNER'S "TANNHAUSER" 

BY GEORGE ROGERS 
F e w subjects are bet ter adapted for musical illustration than that which 

forma t h e dramatic basis of the opera announced for performance a t the 
Academy of Music tonight. Wagner derived the story of "Tannhauser" from 
legendary sources and adapted i t t o his own uses wi th an admirable and tri­
umphant skill. A s arranged b y him it is ( not free from the prolixity which is 
this composer's besett ing sin, and i t requires some appreciation of the medieval 
spirit t o sympathUw w i t h i t s development; but i t touches the whoje gamut of 
human emotion, ar%, moving wi th a steady sweep from its impressive begin­
ning t o i t s tragic close, i t constant ly holds and richly rewards the at tent ion of 
i t s auditor. I t opens in the abode of Venus , which, in accordance wi th the an­
cient mythological idea, is supposed t o be situated in the interior of the earth. 
The Goddess of Love is reclining on a couch with Tannhauser in an at t i tude of 
dejection b y her side, while in t h e background and at the centre of the stage 
her myrmidons are engaged in a fantasia of Bacchanalian revels. 

After the sirens have finished their song and dance, as Tannhauser remains 
wrapped in a gloomy silence, his fair but frail friend anxiously interrogates h im 
as t o the causes of his distraction. From what he says, i t appears that he 
regrets the earth he has left, that he has grown weary of voluptuous del ighti 
and would fain return t o home and mother, although whether this disposition 
is inspired by a genuine repentance or is the consequence of a surfeit is 
n o t made quite clear. Anyhow he w a n t s to break off his relation with Venus 
and t o leave her subterranean Palace of Pleasure, and after vainly endeavor­
ing to dissuade him from his intent ion and to regain control of his heart, she 
suddenly changes her tone and bids h im go. Instantaneously, or with as near 
an approach t o inetantaneousness as the stage hands can manage it, the scene is 
changed, and in place of the murky cavern, partially i l luminated wi th red fire, 
there is a smiling landscape w i t h a Shepherd Boy singing of spring or playing 
on his pipe on a wayside eminence. 

Tannhauser, w h o is prostrate on t h e ground, gradually regains his con­
sciousness, and b y the t ime a procession of pilgrims on their way t o Rome 
have passed along the road and out of sight, chanting as they go, he has become 
fully appreciative alike of his surroundings and of the seductive environment 
from which he has escaped. N o w t h e sound of the hunting horn is; heard 
and enter the Landgrave w i th certain knights, who ere also minstrels, in 
attendance. One of these, named Wolfram, recognizes his old friend, whom 
t h e y have missed and mourned for the past year. These former comrades of 
his naturally w a n t to know where h e has been, but as he manifests a strong 
indisposition to talk about that , t h e y l e t the subject drop and inform their 
newly found companion that he is jus t in time to take part' in a "saenger-
fest ," or tournament of song, where the beautiful Elisabeth, the Landgrave's 
charming daughter, wil l be rejoiced to welcome him. Tannhauser determines 
t o compete for the prize, which is understood to be nothing else than Elisa­
beth's lovely self, and there the act ends . 

W h e n the curtain next rises the scene shows the Hall of the Minstrels in 
the Wartburg, where the tournament is to take place, and enter Elisabeth. She 
has heard about Tannhaueer's return, she knows that he is to enter the 
l ists aa a contestant, and as she has long loved him in secret, she is very happy. 
H e r happiness is still further increased a moment later when the self-sacrificing 
Wolfram conducts Tannhauser to her presence. Despite a passing doubt aa 
t o the propriety of th i s meeting, she permits the repentant knight to pay her 
his homage, and when the t w o part the hapless Wolfram, who has cherished 
a dream of his own, understands t h a t his case is hopeless. The moment for 
the tournament has now arrived and a great crowd of Counts and Knights , 
w i t h their ladies and retinue, marching t o the tune of "Hail, Bright Abode," 
enter t h e assembly room and take t h e places for which their coupons call. 
T h e Landgrave seats himself on the throne with hi* daughter, the fair Elisa­
beth , beside him, and then rising, he announces the theme on which the min­
strels are expected to improvise. I t is the most inspiring of subjects, the nature 
of love. 

W h o shall begin is decided b y lot, and the lot having fallen on Wolfram 
V o n Eschenbach, that worthy gentleman and irreproachable cavalier explains 
in chastely ordered numbers his idea of love. I t is to worship the beloved one 
kneeling and to l ive and die for her wi thout sny thought of reciprocity. This 
sent iment is much applauded, but to Tannhauser it seems foolishness. Although 
it is not his turn t o eing, he "butts in ," if so vulgar an expression may be par­
doned in th is dignified connection, wi th the proclamation of a very different 
notion. I t is that friend Wolfram doesn't understand what he is talking about, 
and that platonic love is a mere empty simulacrum. When he loces he wants 
t o take t h e girl in his arms and give her a good hug, and he doesn't care 
w h o ltnowa i t . This not unnatural or very surprising confession creates an 
immense sensation. Biterolf denounces the too outspoken ministrel as a blas­
phemer, a n d w h e n Tannhauser, n o w grown utterly reckless, repeats, and em­
phasises h is s tatement the ladies rush from the hall in terror and dismay, and 
it would have gone hard with the too material knight had not Elisabeth stood 
between him and his assailants. H e r intervention brings him to a realising 
sense of the monstrous, the unpardonable character of the offense which he 
has committed, and, full of remorse, he determines to do penance by a pilgrim­
age t o Rome. -»• w ^ o * 

T h e scene of the third act i s the same as the second scene of the^nrst. I t 
i s evening, and El isabeth is seen kneeling at a wayside shrine. She is praying 
for Tannhauser, who is still absent on his Roman pilgrimage, but whose reap­
pearance is daily expected. She rises as the sound is heard of chanting in 
the distance and when a procession of pilgrims comes into sight from the elevat­
ed position which she occupies she eagerly scrutinizes its ranks. Needless to 
say, she is looking for Tannhauser, whom she can't help loving in spite of 
everything, and when she has satisfied herself that he is not there, she feels 
that life has ceased t o be worth living. Rejecting the well meant assistance of 
the waiting and watching Wolfram, she withdraws in the direction of the Wart­
burg, and an intimation is given that she will not be seen alive again. Wol­
fram now sings his song to the evening star and then Tannhauser in the garb 
of a pilgrim appears. 

H e tells his fr iend about his experiences at Rome and on his way there and 
back. The Pope has to ld ,h im that there was about as much chance of his be­
ing pardoned for his guilty pleasures in the Venusberg, as there was that his— 
the Pope's—staff should put forth leaf and flower. That seemed Conclusive, and 
Tannhauser has about made up his mind that under these circumstances he 
might as well go back to the love he had left. Accordingly, despite Wrolfram's 
horrified protests, he invokes the help of Venus, and is struggling t o break 
away from Wolfram that he might join her when another pilgrims' chorus is 
heard. A t the sound Venus vanishes; it is now dawn and a funeral procession 
is moving from the Wartburg down the valley. I t is the body of Elisabeth 
that is being borne to the tomb and the bier having been set down at Wol­
fram's instance, Tannhauser breathes his last sigh over the unconscious form «f 
the woman he has lost . 

I t is permitted, however, to hope that in a better world the two are re­

united, for a chorus of younger pilgrims announces that the barren staff has 

bloomed. ,'
