Attorney General Todd said he did not 
know which case would next be called, 
and would not know until next week. 

The false pretense cases against Payne 
and Wetter involve an entirely different 
principle from the conspiracy case on 
trial. The firm completed the fifth 
Htory or attic* of the Capitol, under' the 
general repair schedule, which permits 
of only market prices being charged for 
the materinls and labor furnished. In 
order to get a profit the firm took the 
billheads of its sub-contractors and made 
out hills purporting to be from these 
subcontractors, but really being the tat­
ter's charge, with Payne & Oo.'l profit 
added. 

There arc two of these cases. In one, 
Payne & Company are accused of col­
lecting by false pretense $5000 in a bill 
of $21,000.70 and in another $0000 in 
a bill of $75,100.40. 

The metallic furniture ease's involve 
still another radically different principle. 
They hinge on the questions, first, of the 
legality of the contract of the State 
with the Pennsylvania Construction-Com­
pany, and secondly, of the alleged falsity 
of {measurements, oy which the Common­
wealth claims that metal furniture, worth 
$500,000 was sold to the State for $2,-
000,000.
