The lion — a borough
icon — was pried from its
pedestal Monday, lifted
by crane into a truck and
hauled away.

Jane Ramsay, a Weno-
nah native who purchased
the statue for $4,500,
made sure it didn't go far.
It's sitting in the “sunniest
spot” in Wenonah Memo-
rial Park, a half-mile from
the estate.
